The Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Supervision presents its 
compliments to you and has the honour to inform you that in connection with the 
publication the new version of the EU Implementing Decision of 7 January 2021 No. 
2021/15 amending the implementing EC Decision no. 2014/709/EU, as well as in 
connection with the expiration of the implementing EU Decision of 11 September 2020 
No. 2020/1270 on temporary protective measures concerning African swine fever in 
Germany from 15 January 2021, it is necessary to amend the previously introduced 
temporary restrictions on supplies to the Russian Federation from the European Union 
of Live Pigs, Pig Slaughter Products, pork and products containing pork, pig embryos 
and semen boars, with the exception of products processed according to technology 
that guarantees the destruction of the ASF virus in accordance with the provisions of 
Chapter 15.1 of the OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code: pork products; finished 
products containing in its composition pork or raw materials of animal origin 
(pork); animal raw material origin (from pork) intended for the production of feed for 
unproductive animals and fur-bearing animals, apply to Administrative territories 
affected by African swine fever EU member states specified in Appendix No.1. 
 
In this regard, when supplying the listed products to the Russian Federation from the 
EU countries mentioned in Appendix No. 1 (unfavorable for ASF), in point 4.3 of the 
relevant veterinary certificates for ASF the following text must be added: “except for 
the administrative territories listed in Appendix No.1 to the Instruction of the 
Rosselkhoznadzor dated 01/18/2021 No. FS-KS-7/701 "(corresponds to Appendix No. 
1 to this letter). 
 
In the case of delivery of these products from EU countries that are free from the 
mentioned disease, it is not required neither to attach nor to record Appendix No.1 to 
the accompanying document. 
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For supplies from administrative territories of the EU member states with an 
unfavourable status on ASF (listed in Appendix No. 1), finished pork products; finished 
products containing in their composition pork or raw materials of animal origin (from 
pork); raw materials of animal origin (pork) intended for the production feed for 
unproductive animals and fur animals that have passed processing according to 
technology that guarantees the destruction of the ASF virus in in accordance with the 
provisions of Chapter 15.1 of the Terrestrial Animal Health Code OIE are not subject 
to restrictions: 
 
- in clause 4.7 of the veterinary certificate for canned meat, sausages and others types 
of ready-to-eat meat products exported from the European Union to the Russian 
Federation; 
 
- in clause 4.6 of the veterinary certificate for export from the European Union to the 
Russian Federation, finished food products, containing raw materials of animal origin; 
 
- in clause 4.3.4 of the veterinary certificate for export from the European Union to the 
Eurasian Economic Union non-food raw materials of animal origin, intended for the 
production of feed for non food producing domestic animals and fur producing animals. 
The existing text on ASF should be  replaced by “The products have been processed 
according to a technology that guarantees the destruction of the African swine fever 
virus, in accordance with Appendix No. 2 ". These entries can be made both by hand 
and in printed text, and must be certified by the signature and stamp of a veterinarian, 
issuing a veterinary certificate. 
 
To the veterinary certificate accompanying each shipment of the above processed 
products from the EU countries mentioned in Appendix No. 1 (unfavorable for ASF), 
an annex in accordance with Appendix No. 2 to this Letter must be issued. 
 
Transit of live pigs through the territory of ASF-affected EU countries (in accordance 
with Appendix No. 1) is possible when the following conditions are simultaneously met: 
 
1. The transportation of animals is carried out in sealed vehicles; 
 
2. The vehicle provides protection for carried animals from dust and aerosols coming 
from the external environment; 
 
3. The vehicle excludes fallout and spread animal excrement on the way. 
 
Until January 28, 2021, the import of pig products from the EU accompanied by 
veterinary certificates issued in accordance with the instruction of the 
Rosselkhoznadzor dated 09.21.2020 No. FS-YuSh-7/26352 is acceptable.

introduced temporary restrictions on supplies to the Russian Federation from the European Union 
live pigs, pig slaughter products, pork and products containing pork, pig embryos and boar semen, 
excluding products that have been processed using technology that guarantees destruction of the 
ASF virus in accordance with Chapter 15.1 of the Health Code OIE terrestrial animals: finished pork 
products; finished products, containing in its composition pork or raw materials of animal origin (from 
pork); raw materials of animal origin (pork) intended for the production of feed for non food producing 
animals and fur producing animals, extends the list of African swine fever-affected administrative 
territories of the EU member states as indicated in Appendix No. 1. 
 
In this regard, when supplying the listed products to the Russian Federation from the EU countries
